In addition to passing the above Regents exams, to earn a 
Regents diploma at IHC a student must earn 22 unit credits:
• English – 4 units of credit • Social studies – 4 units of credit
• Religion – 4 units of credit • Mathematics – 3 units of credit
• Science – 3 units of credit • The Arts – 1 unit of credit
• Health – 1/2 unit of credit
• Languages other than English – 1 unit of credit
• Physical Education – 2 units of credit

JCC Connections
Jefferson Community College (JCC) is a partner in education 
for our students offering a variety of college classes. Through 
this partnership, our juniors and seniors can begin their 
college careers early.

These programs from JCC are offered at 1/3 tuition to our 
students.

• The average tuition per student from a military family 
in the 2023-2024 school year (after applicable discounts, 
scholarships and financial assistance) was $3,602.  The 
average monthly payment per military-connected student 
(10 month plan) was $360.20.

• We will work with families to ensure that no student
who wants a Catholic education is turned away for financial 
reasons.

As a part of Immaculate Heart Central School, our preschool is 
modeled after the practices and work of St. John Bosco, who 
believed in placing children in positive surroundings where 
they could grow in all areas of development.  We offer full-day 
programs for four-year-olds and five-year-olds.  Four-year-olds 
must turn four prior to December 1st and be potty-trained; 
Five year olds must turn five before December 1st.

We are able to give “young 5’s” that extra year to ensure they 
are ready for Kindergarten and beyond.

Our Jr.-K five year old class gives children a safe, positive, 
and nurturing full day classroom experience before their 
kindergarten year. Classroom activities are planned across all 
subject areas, including reading, writing, math, science, social 
studies and religion.

Virtual High School
Immaculate Heart Central School partnered with Virtual 
High School (VHS) to offer selected 6- 12 grade students 
the opportunity to expand their educational experience 
and participate in an asynchronous online course that is not 
offered at IHC​.  Students who enroll in a VHS course will be 
taught by a certified teacher in their subject area. What’s 
more, students will be able to complete Advanced Placement, 
Honors, credit recovery, middle school, and summer school 
courses at anytime and anyplace.
VHS offers challenging classes for students across ability levels 
and students are monitored by a Site Coordinator, a certified 
IHC faculty member, to ensure that they successfully complete 
the courses. 
Middle school students also have access to high quality 
and challenging classes, such as sign language, computer 
programming, foreign languages, including Portuguese, video 
game design, screenwriting, and much more.
